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Summertime  meansé Time to Review!

How is your year going? Hav e you accomplished everything you 

originally planned at the beginning of the year? Has it been a 

struggle? Or have things been too easy?  

 

Mid -year is a great time for a chapter to take a moment and look 

at what has been accomplished and what still needs t o be 

accomplished. It's time to pull out that chapter plan and evaluate yourselves, 

adjust your plan and refocus. If you donõt have a plan, then now is just as good as 

any to get one in place. Itõs never too late and if itõs something your chapter needs 

help with please feel free to contact your District Director or myself and we can 

help you with that process.  

 

For those of you with a plan, here are some questions to consider: Has the chapter 

run all the projects that the board planned to run? If, yes, can  you add more 

projects or does the pace seem just right.  If, no, why havenõt you? Whatõs held you 

back?  

 

Many chapters find the answer to the last question is lack of participation from 

current members or not enough members. If thatõs true, then ask yourself, are you 

running projects people indicated on membership surveys you gave them at the 

beginning of the year? If you are running such projects and members are not 

getting involved, then you may want to evaluate how your chapter communicates 

this inform ation ð if you always email, maybe call, if calling doesnõt work perhaps 

facebook or text message. Try different techniques.  

 

If you didnõt do surveys or you had a poor response last time, try it again. Order 

some pizzas, have your board members break up t he roster and have everyone sit 

there and call through the list just surveying your members to see what would get 

them involved.  

 

Another thing to look at when you are reviewing your plan is your membership plan. 

Is your chapter growing? Are you on target with your membership plan? Did you 

have a plan? If the answer is no, again, itõs never too late to put one together. Pull 

out your roster for the rest of the year  and identify who will possibly be dropping, 

if youõre not sure then itõs always safe to assume that 50% of your chapter will 

drop, go from there to figure out how many new members you will need each month 

to grow. If you are able to identify who might drop, see if you can call them now 

and find out what would keep them interested in the chapter. If nothing else, when 

they drop try to do an exit survey to find out why they dropped and use that 

information to improve what your chapter is doing.  

 

You will also need to look at what you are doing to attract members. What activities 

do you have coming up that will be a draw to your chapter? Make sure have

membership information at those activities and you can always contact one of the 

state team to come help you man your membership table.  

 

If you have a membership plan but itõs not working, why not? Do you have 

membership information at all your events? Does your chapter offer incentives to 

current members for recruiting new members in? Are you running enough events to 

draw people in? When you sign a new member, do you ask them for referrals? Are 

you running events that people in community are interested in? If youõre not sure 

try doing some community surveys at the next couple events. Speak with your 

Mayor, City Council, Fire and Police Chiefs for possible projects to draw members 

of the community in. O r, visit another Jaycee chapter for fresh ideas.  

 

Some other things to help spur growth for your chapter is to check out your local 

Chamber and find out about getting your chapter involved with the local chamber. 

Many Chambers of Commerce are looking for ways to connect with young people. 

They often have young members that are looking to do more for their community 

and need to learn how to run projects.  Also, many businesses such as Best Buy or 

Kohlõs encourage their employees to be involved with charitable organizations.  

 

One place we often forget check with is our senators and life members. Donõt 

forget to ask these people who were important enough in your chapter to receive 

such honors if they have any sons, daughters, nieces, nephews, other relatives o r 

friends, etc. that they can refer.  
 

Once youõve reviewed your membership and chapter plans ð talk about it. Talk about 

your findings; talk about your changes. Your board should have been part of the 

planning and evaluation process so let your regular mem bers know, too. Itõs easier 

to get people to buy in when they know whatõs going on.  

 

Remember donõt be afraid to change your chapter plan or your membership plan. If 

you felt like itõs been impossible then donõt hesitate to down grade it. At the same 

time  if youõve been cruising through your plan, hitting all your goals, then by all 

means, crank it up!  
 

I look forward to seeing how far each of yourself and what each of you can do with 

the rest of the year! Region 5, keep building your destiny so you can le ave your 

legacy!
