Saturday, Sept. 12, in Jefferson City.

Myers, a member of the St. Charles Jaycees, will assume his new duties Jan. 1,
succeeding James Danley of the Joplin Jaycees. Currently, Myers is serving his

second term as a state vice -president for the Missouri Jaycees. Myers will be

sworn in during the organizati on-a-AWResort er
at the Lake of the Ozarks.

Later, he served the Region 5
Jaycees (which includes chapters in St. Louis, St. Charles, Franklin, Warren and
Jefferson counties) as  a district director. Myers was elected to serve as a
statewide vice -president for 2008. He was re -elected to serve a second term in
20009.

Besides having held offices at various levels within the organization, Myers has
built an impressive Jaycee resume.
